Rua 

As a teenager RUA was an enthusiastic fire-performer, 
until a horrific accident left him with second and third 
degree burns on his chest and hands. During his recovery a 
friend gave him a book abut card tricks, which helped 
change his direction in life. RUA was a quick learner and 
soon began a career performing magic at every given 
opportunity. He discovered that it was his escape from the 
injuries he suffered and a portal into a world inhabited by 
those willing to use their skills for both good and evil.  

RUA’s near death experience led him to embrace magic and 
deception artistry as a means to entertain and bring joy 
to those he shares his skills with. As a huge Harry Houdini 
fan, RUA studied escapology to show himself and his 
audience that every impossibility is possible to overcome. 
He lives and breathes deception. He has ‘the world invites 
deception’ tattooed on his arm in Latin, playing cards 
tattooed on his wrist, along with Houdini’s dying words 
tattooed on his body.  

Since then, he has starred in his own 10 - Part series, 
‘Draíocht’, with Irish network TG4, and has also been 
featured on National Television 11 times in Ireland.
